Introduction: 

 After five years in music ministry, we finally put our mission statement into words:  “To move people’s hearts to passionately pursue God and growth in their spiritual lives. “  When I thanked God for the great new mission statement, and then told Him I had no idea how to actually accomplish it, He taught me this first great truth of leadership:  In order to lead others to God, I must be passionately pursuing Him myself.  My first foray in earnest thirst for Him led me to these principles.                                                

Four Principles For Seeking God

1.  Often, the first step in seeking God is to stop drifting away from Him.

James 4:5-8
Or do you think that the Scripture speaks to no purpose: “ He jealously desires the Spirit which He has made to dwell in us”?


But He gives a greater grace.  Therefore it says, “God is opposed to the proud, but gives grace to the humble.”


Submit therefore to God.  Resist the devil and he will flee from you.  Draw near to God and He will draw near to you.  Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.”

2.  We’re meant to seek God with intensity.
